Participant must
have the p hysical de xterity and knowledge to safely load, ride and unload the lifts. Participant assumes the risks of riding the lifts and
engaging in activities accessible from the lits. Further, the Undersigned understand that a minor P articipant may use the ski lifts without an
adult present. The Unde rsigned are advis ed that snowmobi les, snowmaking, and snow-gr ooming equipment may be en countered at a ny
time, and the Undersigned recognize that falls and collisions occur and injuries are a common and ordinary occurrence of the Activity.

5. The Undersigned acknowledge and understand that the description of the risks listed above are not complete and that participating in the
Activity, whether or n ot de scribed, may be dangerous and may also include risks which are inherent and/or which cannot be r easonably
avoided without changing the nature of the Activity. By si gning this document, the Unde rsigned recognize that property loss, serious injury
and death are all possible while participating in the Activity.

6. The Under signed agree wi th the premise that the Partici pantis a competitor atallti  mes, whet her practicing for c ompetition o rin
competition. Th e Undersi gned understan d th at the Partici pant has the op portunity to ins pect the ski/s nowboard trainin g course a nd/or
competition course prior to participating in the Activity and that he/she assumes the risk of all course conditions, including but not limited
to course construction or layout and obstacles. RECOGNIZING THE RISKS AND DANGERS, THE UNDERSIGNED UNDERSTAND THE
NATURE OF THE ACTIVITY AND VOLUNTARILY CHOOSE FOR PARTICIPANT TO PARTICIPATE IN AND EXPRESSLY ASSUME ALL
RISKS AND DANGERS OF THE ACTIVITY, WHETHER OR NOT DESCRIBED ABOVE, KNOWN OR UNKNOWN, INHERENT OR
OTHERWISE.

7. Additionall y, in consideration for allowin g the Partici pant to participate in the Activit y, THE UNDERSIGNED HEREBY AGREE NOT TO
SUE Vail Resorts, Inc., The Vail Corporation d/b/a Vail Resorts Management Company (“VRMC”), their affiliated companies and subsidiaries,
including but not limited to those that operate the Vail, Beaver Creek, Keystone and Breckenridge resorts, Ski and Snowbard Club Vail, the
United States, and all their re spective in surance companies, successors in interest, commercia | & corp orate spon sors, affiliate s, age nts,
employees, representatives, assignees, officers, directors, and shareholders (each hereinafter a “Released Party™) for any property damage
(including but not limited to equipment damage), injury or loss to Participant, including death, which Participant may suffer, arising in whole or
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in part out of Participant’s participation in the Activity. By agreeing not to sue, the Undersigned are releasing any right to make a claim or
file a lawsuit against any Released Party. Also, the UNDERSIGNED AGREE TO HOLD HARMLESS AND RELEASE EACH AND EVERY
RELEASED PARTY FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILITY and/or claims for injury or death  to persons or damage to pro perty arising from
Participant's participation in th e Activity, including, but not limited to, those claims based on any Released Party’s alleged or actual
NEGLIGENCE or BREACH of any CONTRACT and/or express or implied WARRANTY.

8. By e xecution of this Agreement, the Undersigned also AGREE TO DEFEND AND INDEMNIFY/REIMBURSE each Released Party from
any and all claims of the Undersigned and/or a third party arising in whole or in part from Participant's participation in the Activity.

9. The Undersigned represents that the Participant is in good health. The Undersigned: 1) authorizes a licensed physician and/or other
medical care provider to carry out any emergency medical care for the Participant ; 2) authorizes any Released Party and/or their authorized
personnel to call for medical care for the Participant or to transport the Participant to a medical facility or hospital; 3) agrees that upon the
Participant's transport to any such medical facility or hospital that the Released Party shall not have any further responsibility for the
Participant; 4) agrees to pay all costs associated with the medical care and related transportation provided for the Participant; and 5) shall
indemnify and hold harmless the Released Parties from any and all liability and/or claims associated with such medical care and/or related
transportation.

JURISDICTION of any claim shall be the DISTRICT COURT OF SUMMIT COUNTY, COLORADO or in the FEDERAL COURT FOR THE
STATE OF COLORADO.

11. In the case of a minor Participant, the Undersigned parent or legal guardian acknowledges that he/she is not only signing this Agreement
on his/her behalf, but that he/she is also signing on behalf of the minor and that the minor shall be bound by all the terms of this Agreement.
Additionally, by signing this Agreement as the parent or legal guardian of a minor Participant, the parent or legal guardian understands that
he/she is also waiving certain rights on b ehalf of the mino r that the minor otherwise may have. The Unde rsigned parent or legal guardian
agrees that but for the foregoing, the minor Participant would not be permitted to participate in the Activity.

If signing as the parent or gua rdian of a min or Participant, signing adults represent that they are a legal parent or
guardian of the minor Parti cipant. THE UNDERSIGNED AGREES TO INDEMNIFY THE RELEASED PARTIES FOR ALL
LIABILITY AND CLAIMS, INCLUDING ATTORNEYS FEES, ARISING FROM ANY MISREPRESENTATIONS MADE IN
COMPLETING THIS AGREEMENT OR FRAUDULENT EXECUTION OF THIS AGREEMENT.

13. The Undersigned understand and acknowledge that this Agreement is a contract and shall be binding to the fullest extent permitted by
law. Ifany p artof this Ag reementis dee med to be un enforceable, the remaining ter ms shall b e a n enforce able contract. Itis the
Undersigned’s intent that this Agreement shall be binding upon th e as signees, s ubrogors, distri butors, h eirs, next of kin, exe cutors and
personal representatives of the Undersigned.
