1. The person who is taking part in any aspect of FIS Slalom Race at Crested Butte Mountain Resort shall be referred to hereinafter as
“Participant”. The “Undersigned” means only the Participant when the Participant is age 18 or older OR it means both the Participant and the
Participant’s parent or legal guardian when the Participant is under the age of 18.
